Jan. 17, 2010,  9:30 a.m.  DR. MARTIN LUTHER KING JR. AND THE CIVIL RIGHTS 
MOVEMENT IN LAWRENCE 
 Our speaker Bill Tuttle is Professor Emeritus at the University of Kansas, where he taught 
students for over 40 years about American history and race relations. Tuttle spoke of Martin Luther King 
Jr.’s legacy  of  non-violent protest, absence of fear, courage, and equal access for African Americans.  
King’s work led to the Civil Rights Act and Voting Rights Act, passed under Lyndon B. Johnson, and 
many other changes in our society.  
 And what was Lawrence Kansas doing back then? Our city was founded in 1854 by “free staters” 
who were against slavery, but by the 1900s, Lawrence was, in Tuttle’s words, unfortunately “practicing 
what Hitler preached.”  During World War I, African Americans couldn’t be in K.U. ROTC, and they 
could only use the Lawrence swimming pool one day per month. Segregation extended to Big 6 athletic 
competitions, the Kansas Union (in 1942), and Granada Theatre (in the 1960’s). But people like Paul 
Gilles, a K.U. Chemistry professor and a staunch Unitarian, helped advocate for civil rights in Lawrence. 
In the 1940s, Gilles lived in a racially integrated co-op, and he suggested proms should be integrated. 
Paul and his wife Helen Gilles helped establish an integrated nursery school in 1948, The Lawrence 
Community Nursery. Sit-ins sprang up, including one in 1948 by blacks and whites at four cafes in 
Lawrence.  K.U. became integrated, and Marion Berry, an African American and the future Washington 
D.C. mayor, was a K.U. chemistry student. We are proud that the Gilles family and other Lawrence 
Unitarians promoted the Unitarian principles of “the inherent worth and dignity of every person,” and 
“justice, equity, and compassion in human relations.” –Summary by Jean Dirks

Exploring Membership Class 
Exploring Membership is a four week course designed for individuals new to Unitarian Universalism (UU), those 
considering membership, or new members.

What If?  Works of Alternate History  
Fascination with "what if," what might have happened had a person not been born, a new technology not have 
been invented (or introduced centuries earlier), an action not occurred, has produced a genre known as alternate

Susan Rickman will facilitate a once a month book group, centered on Huston Smith's, The Illustrated World's 
Religions: A Guide to Our Wisdom Traditions.  We will meet throughout the course of the year to discuss Huston 
Smith's book, which covers 8 different religions: Hinduism, Buddhism, Confucianism, Taoism, Islam, Judaism, 
Christianity and The Primal Religions. Our meeting will allow time to discuss the Wisdom-Of-The-Month, and 
possibly discuss how we might further explore any ideas of interest. Please purchase Huston Smith's The 
Illustrated World's Religions: A Guide to Our Wisdom Traditions and read chapters 4 & 5, Confucianism & 
Taoism, before the first session on January 27.  This class will meet in the Library on the fourth Wed. of each 
month, January 27, February 24, March 24, and April 28.   
The Bible is a City: A Personal View 
Like any ancient, large city, the Bible has interesting neighborhoods, some good and some bad. As our tour guides 
and body guards, we’ll use Isaac Asimov’s Guide to the Bible and the introductory chapters of the Interpreter’s 
Bible. Discussion encouraged. No book purchase required or suggested. This class will be led by John Brewer and 
will meet Jan. 27, Feb. 3, 17, and 24 in the Alcott room. 
Talking with Your Kids about Sex:  Beyond Biology 
We will discuss the book Sex and Sensibility: the Thinking Parent's Guide to Talking Sense about Sex.  Written by 
a long-time sexuality educator, the book is divided into two sections: a section titled "New Ways of Thinking and 
Talking," and the second, titled "Raising Sexually Healthy Children." It is full of research-based and anecdotal 
information about sexuality, and encouragement for parents as they have those difficult but crucial conversations.

A Short History of the Way We Eat Now 
In this class we’ll take a brief look at the history of how our food got to be the way it is, touching on topics like 
invention of canning and refrigerators, the creation of ready-to-eat foods like jams and jellies during the Industrial 
Revolution, how the Swill Milk Scandals in the 1850s led to pasteurization of dairy foods, and how World War II 
factories were retooled for food production after the war. We’ll finish by considering some of the current 
controversies and trends surrounding our food supply today.   Class will be led by Jennifer Dropkin and will meet 
March 24th and 31st, April 21st and 28th in the Alcott room.

This class will focus on Pagan practices and beliefs.  It will meet February 17 and April 21 in the Sanctuary and 
will be led by Martin Coffman.
