Chamber Music Series 
Last Sunday's performance by The William Baker Festival Singers was transportingly beautiful, and an 
experience not to be forgotten. In spite of uncertain weather, every available seat was filled. We are so 
grateful to John Boulton whose inspirations this series was, and to Carole Boulton for an abundance of 
beautiful and delicious treats.  
 
Next performance Sunday, February 21, 2:30 p.m. The KU Saxophone Quartet 1 is the most advanced of 
four saxophone quartets at KU and has been chosen to be part of KU’s outreach program. It has been the 
recipient of the Downbeat Magazine student music awards as the Best Classical Chamber Music Group in 
the United States and Canada a total of five times throughout the past several years. John Boulton adds the 
following information: There is a common misperception that the saxophone, so strongly associated with 
the jazz era and big bands, is not a serious chamber music instrument. That is understandable, given the fact 
that it is not a standard member of the symphony orchestra.  However, its invention in Europe in the 
19th Century, well after all other instruments came to be, explains this.  Its development parallels the 
symphonic band, of which it is an important member.  European composers, as well as composers 
worldwide, have created a significant body of chamber music literature, augmented by arrangements of 
early composers such as Gibbons, Scarlatti, Bach and Beethoven.  So, the saxophone has one foot firmly 
and permanently planted in serious “classical” chamber music while filling important roles in jazz.  The 
most exciting part of being in a saxophone quartet is the tremendous versatility of programming, and this 
quartet plays all of these styles with ease.

About 130 people came together to enjoy the homemade chili, cornbread, sounds of Eddie Glenn, and 
juggling by Tim Dingus and to raise funds for the Unitarian Universalist Service Committee. Over $2400 
was raised on Jan 18 in honor of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. and to support UUSC in their work in Haiti.

COMMUNITY CONNECTIONS --- From the Social Action Committee 

Our agency for February is the Lawrence Peace and Justice Coalition, www.lcpj.org, 
which sponsors lectures, workshops, and events to educate the community and increase awareness of the 
inhumanities of war.  UFL joins others in weekly peace vigils. To contribute, make a check out to the 
Fellowship, with LCPJ on the memo line.  

LCPJ Plans include:  A candlelight vigil the night after 1,000 American deaths in Afghanistan.  
Nearly 975 American soldiers have died in Afghanistan.  The number of Afghan deaths is not reported.  
Repeal of the Kansas Death Penalty: The Senate Judiciary Committee has voted to send the legislation to 
repeal the death penalty to the full senate for debate and action.  UUA has a long-standing position calling 
for the elimination of the death penalty.   More information is available on the Coalition’s web page, 
http://www.kscadp.org.

Executive Board has approved the renewal of a project the Fellowship had some years ago which 
allows us to advertise the Fellowship on Kansas Public Radio (KPR) through a weekly underwriting 
announcement on KPR (made on Thursday or Friday each week). The announcements are paid for 
by your contributions to KPR which are processed through the Fellowship.  This is how it works:  
Many Fellowship members are regular financial contributors to KPR.  If you are one of these, all 
you have to do is make your contribution by writing your check to the Fellowship and noting KPR 
on the memo line.  The Fellowship then sends your money to KPR in the form of payments for our 
underwriting announcements.  KPR gets your contribution and we get the advertising, something 
we cannot otherwise afford. If you plan to support KPR this year, please consider doing it this way.  
Since we will be billed monthly by KPR we'd appreciate knowing soon the amount of your planned 
contribution and when you will make it, so that we will know what our funding will be.
